Paper proposals are accepted in 

English, French and Spanish for a 20-minute long paper presentation (8-9 

double spaced pages). The final version of the papers must be send before 

March 20th. 

 

Deadline for submission, CV and advisor thesis letter is 23rd December 2011.
